In order to prevent this occurring, please speak to your child about his/ her behaviour
between now and the trip and we will continue to do the same. This situation is being
closely monitored by SLT and we hope that the key individuals responsible for these
disruptions will rectify their behaviour so that they can enjoy their last ferms at Bonneville
and allow others to do the same.
