RE: Industrial Action by the National Education Union - Wednesday 5t & Friday 7t July 2023

The National Education Union (NEU), one of the frade unions representing the teaching profession,
balloted to take strike action.

I have been informed that nearly every teacher, will be taking industrial action.

Having reviewed our options based on the impact of staffing (to what we are aware of at this point) and
pupil safety, Bonneville Primary School will be closed to all children on Wednesday 5t & Friday 7t July
2023.

Whilst the school will be open to non-striking staff, they are not permitted to undertake duties that they
would normally not do, such as covering for colleagues who are on strike. It is therefore not possible to
provide a safe environment for any children on that day.

If your child usually attends clubs (in the morning and after school) on that day you will not be charged as
the service will not be operating.

If your child usually attends an exira-curricular club, they will not be operating, and we will either run an
addifional session or refund you for that session. We will forward more information to the relevant families
about this before the end of the academic year.
