New Transition Arrangements 

As we begin preparations for the new academic year, we would like to share some enhancements to our 
transition arrangements across the Federation. 

At Bonneville, Jessop and Stockwell, we are committed to ensuring that every child feels confident, secure and 
excited about moving into their new class. We recognise that transitions can bring a mixture of emotions. Whilst 
many children look forward to meeting their new teacher and moving to a new year group, others may feel 
anxious about change and the uncertainty of what lies ahead. 

To further support our pupils, we are introducing two additional "Meet the Teacher and See Your New 
Environment" afternoons before the summer holiday. These sessions will provide children with more 
opportunities to spend time with their new teacher, become familiar with their new classroom and learning 
environment, and begin building positive relationships ahead of September. 

We have made this change because we know that strong transitions have a significant impact on children's 
wellbeing, confidence and readiness to learn. By increasing the opportunities children have to experience their 
new setting before the summer break, we hope to reduce anxiety, increase excitement and ensure that children 
return in September feeling settled and ready to thrive. 

Our enhanced transition programme will provide children with opportunities to: 

• Meet and spend time with their new teacher on multiple occasions. 
• Become familiar with their new classroom and learning environment. 
• Learn about routines, expectations and exciting learning opportunities for the year ahead. 
• Build confidence and ask questions about their new year group. 
• Strengthen relationships with their classmates and teaching staff.
